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Work From Home Group
When Anthony started the Work From Home group on Facebook for Wa-

terset residents, he probably didn’t expect almost 100 people to join, 
but that’s what happened! A number of the members stopped by The 
Landing to chat and eat lunch, and almost unanimously they noted that 
the Work From Home group was a great way to break the “isolation” of 
working remotely. Anthony, who is in the software sales industry, jokes 
that the group allows the members to be “isolated together.”
